Archives employees are not eligible to win. 
 

● Winners will be notified by email and can claim their prize at the City of Edmonton 
Archives at 10440 108 Avenue during regular business hours: Monday, Tuesday, 
Thursday, Friday from 8:30am to 4:30pm and Wednesday from 8:30am to 8:00pm. 
Winners will be required to correctly answer a mathematical skill testing question 
before receiving their prize.
